The now-called “Miranda warnings” are:  proof that the suspect was aware of his right to be silent, that any statement he makes may be used against him, that he has the right to have an attorney present, that he has the right to have an attorney appointed for him.

	Ernesto Miranda was arrested and brought to the police station where he was questioned by police officers in connection with a kidnapping and rape.
